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OUR CLUB’S HISTORY

In 1958 Mr Jack Donnelly and a group of fathers had an idea to form a Junior Rugby League Football Club for the children in the Camp Hill and Carina neighborhoods.  Halfway through that season the Easts Carina Junior Rugby League football Club was registered.  

Two teams were formed, Under 14 and Under 16, and they played in an unofficial capacity against other junior teams which had byes in their fixture draw.  Players in these two teams wore a yellow jersey with a white collar and black cuffs.

In 1959 Easts Carina was officially affiliated with the Junior Rugby League Association and teams played their first fixture games under the Easts Carina name. Also in that year the first Executive Committee was formed which consisted of the following:

In the years that followed Easts Carina increased in numbers to four teams.

In 1961 the Club jersey was changed to an orange jersey with a white V yoke and black cuffs.  This jersey was designed by Bruce Broomfield Snr and Dale Coogan.  Dale was also responsible for the Club emblem which was a panthers head between goal posts.

The Club celebrated its fifth birthday in 1962 and now had its own football ground. The field was located where the Alan Ramsey Oval is now located (adjacent to the Carina Bowls Club).  Funds were short in the Club so tents were used as dressing sheds for the players. In August that year dressing sheds and a canteen were built. Players and supporters referred to the field as “The Gravel Pit”. The first Easts Carina player selected to represent Brisbane was – Neville Taylor.
In these years players were graded on their weight. It was often said that parents would not let their sons have breakfast on the mornings before games so that they would remain within the correct weight. Another way to reduce player’s weight was the coaches made them wear raincoats during training or other clothing to help them sweat off excess pounds.  

In 1963 the Under 14 team (6 stone division) was undefeated, winning the President’s Cup and the Premiership.  The Secretary of Eastern Suburbs Junior Rugby League Club, Ted Seipel, organized a district competition for Easts, Easts Carina, Easts Mt Gravatt and Easts East Brisbane for the younger players.  This competition was a great success and was referred to as the “Mighty Midgets” which resulted in the forming of the minor league in 1965.

In the following years, 1966 and 1967, Easts Carina was growing in players and supporters.

In 1968 the Club moved from the Alan Ramsey Oval to its new playing field, Leo Williams Oval, with dressing sheds and a canteen under Chadwick Hall.  

The inaugural visit to Easts Carina by Greenacres Football Club (Sydney) was in 1969.  Greenacres returned to Sydney with the shield.  Also in that year a team from New Zealand, Huntley South, played against Easts Carina.

Four teams in 1970 travelled to Greenacres in Sydney for the annual club competition which resulted in Easts Carina winning the series and returning with the shield.  The referee’s shed which was located on the eastern side of the main field was built that year.

The Carina Leagues Club was formed in 1971 with the objective of providing a service to the members as well as promoting rugby league in the district.  Greenacres returned to Easts Carina and won the shield.

In 1972 the second field was opened for training purposes and the Club used mobile dressing sheds and canteen. The Miss Easts Carina quest was launched and the winner was Anne Turner (now Mrs. Anne McGuire). Raymond Hunter, son of Ross (who played during 1959 to 1965), was the first player of a second generation family to play for the Club.

The new Clubhouse was built in 1973 – at a cost of $24,000.  The Club also fielded for the first time an Under 23 side.  The coach was Mr T Noyce.

Three Easts Carina teams headed to Mackay in 1974 to play against Souths Mackay and it was a very successful tour.

During the 1975 season Easts Carina hosted four touring clubs:  Greenacres, Souths Mackay, Mt Isa (Under 14) and Mt Albert, New Zealand (Under 18).  The loan repayments for the Clubhouse were finalized due to the support and assistance from the Carina Leagues Club.

In 1976 the Club had reciprocal visits to: Greenacres, Souths Mackay and Mt Albert (Under 18).  

Due to financial commitments, in 1977, the annual inter club competition between Greenacres and Easts Carina did not continue.  However, Souths Mackay visited and discussions between both Clubs saw the continuation of the inter club competition which is still in place today.
In 1978 was the third change to the Club jersey. The jersey design was an orange with white hoops, V neck and black binding.  Shorts were white with orange and black side stripes.  The socks were orange with black hoops.  Easts Carina fielded its first Under 21 team and the coach was Paul Bird.

In 1979 the Club emblem, which had been the panther since 1960, was changed to the tiger and the emblem was worn on all jerseys.

In 1980 John Bellamy was selected to represent Queensland in the Under 18 team.  This team for the first time defeated New South Wales.

Easts Carina nominated its first senior team in 1981 in the Open Division, which was coached by Mr G Fisher.

In 1982 Easts Carina had two players from the one family selected in a representative team and Player of the Year Award:

Roland Core – Queensland Under 15 

Wade Core – Finalist Pacific Lands Player of the Year - Opens
Also in that year the inception of the mini football was introduced which involved all Under 7 teams.  For the first time a player received a 15 Year Service Award:

Wade Core

1983 – our Silver Anniversary – thirteen teams were fielded from Under 7 to Opens.  Under 10’s played in boots for the first time.  Seven of the thirteen teams made the semi finals.  Under 10’s and Under 21’s won their Premierships.  The Club saw two players nominated for Player of the Year:

Wayne Percey – Winner Pacific Lands Medal Player of the Year – U21

Wade Core – Finalist Pacific Lands Medal Player of the Year – Opens
Two players received 15 Year Service Awards: Michael Fisher &Clive Racine

Souths Mackay was to tour this year but due to wet weather the tour was cancelled.

In 1984 thirteen teams were field from Under 7 to Opens.  Once again seven of the thirteen teams made the finals.  One player was nominated for Player of the Year: Rocky Gilbert - Finalist Pacific Lands Medal Player of the Year – Under 18

One player received a 15 Year Service Award: Paul Byrnes

In 1985 thirteen teams were fielded and five teams went through to finals. The Under 21’s were successful in winning the President’s Cup and the Premiership.  One player was nominated for Player of the Year: Wayne Percey – Winner Pacific Lands Medal Player of the Year – U21 (his second time winning this medal)

Four players were awarded 15 Year Service Awards: Tony Cosgrove, Rocky Gilbert, Scott McLeod & Shane McLeod.
In 1986 thirteen teams were again fielded, all teams from Under 10 through to Opens made it through to semi finals.  Under 10, Under 12, Under 13 and Under 15 won their grand finals.  One player was nominated for Player of the Year:

Wayne Percey – Finalist Pacific Lands Medal Player of the Year – Opens

Thirteen teams were fielded again in 1987.  Bob Singleton, licensee Camp Hill Hotel, allowed the Club to continue to raffle there. Bob Davies was the hotel raffle convener. One player was nominated for Player of the Year: Wade Core – Winner Pacific Lands Medal Player of the Year – Opens

One player was awarded a 20 Year Service Award: Wade Core

1988 – our thirtieth birthday. The Under 15’s and Opens won Premierships.  Under 16’s were grand finalists. Under 12’s were preliminary finalists. Open 2 were semi finalists. One player was nominated for Player of the Year: Wade Core – Finalist Pacific Lands Medal Player of the Year – Opens

Clem Jones and the Camp Hill Carina Welfare Association saved the Club that year.  They allowed the use of the hockey fields while general maintenance was carried out on the main field.  Most of the first half of the season was played on the hockey fields.  This season saw fourteen teams take the field.  

In 1989 we had seventeen teams take the field. Under 9 and Under 10 were undefeated. Under 14 won their Premiership. Open 4 were grand finalists.  Under 11 finished third and Under 13 and Open 1 were preliminary finalists.  One player was awarded a 15 Year Service Award: Shad Monroe

Two players were nominated for Player of the Year:

Wayne Percey – Finalist Century Air Player of the Year – Opens

Steven George – Finalist Century Air Player of the Year – Opens

In 1990 the hard working ladies of the canteen excelled themselves by giving the Club a cheque for $10900. Under 12 and Under 16 won Premierships. The Club increased to fifteen teams. Two players were nominated for Player of the Year:

Wayne Percey – Finalist Sub Districts – Opens & Scott McLeod – Finalist Sub Districts – Under 21

In 1991 fifteen teams were fielded. Under 11 and Under 16 won Premierships.  Under 14, Under 16 and Open 4 made semi finals.  A number of improvements were carried out during the year – pipe fencing to the grandstand side of the field (a donation by MIM Steel). The ladies in the canteen raised in excess of $12000.
Three players were awarded 15 Year Service Awards: Scott Hartwell, Chris Jeffrey & Tony Middleton.
In 1992 eighteen teams took to the field. Under 18 were Premiers. Under 12, Under 16 and Open 1 made semi finals. The loss of the raffles at the Camp Hill Hotel meant looking for other fund raising avenues. The club commenced raffling in the Carina Leagues Club. Eileen Buckmaster retired as the Canteen Convener after 28 years. One player was awarded a 15 Year Service Award: Brendan Daley & One player was awarded a 25 Year Service Award: Wade Core.
In 1993 nineteen teams were registered – with three Open teams for the first time. Carina Leagues Club sponsored the purchase of the jerseys. The Club spent $24000 on lighting and maintenance. Under 18 were Premiers.
In 1994 we had sixteen teams take to the field. The selling of advertising signage around the grounds commenced. Under 12B and Under 21 won Premierships.  One player was nominated for Player of the Year: Richard Senschal – Winner XXXX Player of the Year – Under 21.
Club raffles raised $13900 and one player was awarded 20 Year Service Award:

Shad Monroe

In 1995 twenty one teams were registered. Under 13 and Under 21 won Premierships. Six teams made semi finals. Two players were nominated for Player of the Year: Chris Bird – Finalist XXXX Player of the Year – Opens

Jason Moore – Winner XXXX Player of the Year – Under 21

Club raffles raised over $11000 and the canteen raised over $15000. Two players were awarded 15 Year Service Awards: Glenn Murray & Paul Neehouse


In 1996 twenty teams registered. Under 12’s won their Premiership.  Under 13, Under 14, Under 16, Open 1 and Open 2 made the semi finals. Building of the four new dressing sheds commenced at a cost of $140,000. Financial assistance was obtained through the State Government and Brisbane City Council grants.  The old referee shed was demolished and a new broadcasting box was built on top of the grandstand. The canteen returned a profit of over $15000.  There were three players awarded 20 Year Service Awards: Scott Hartwell, Chris Jeffrey &
Tony Middleton
In 1997 there were twenty registered teams. Assistance from the Carina Leagues Club and State Government grants helped upgrade the lighting to the Australian Standards.  The annual Mackay tour reached 24 years and was still continuing with Under 11, Under 12 and Under 14 travelling to Mackay. Easts Carina won the trophy back. One player was awarded a 15 Year Service Award: Kris Vogt

The season was again successful for the Club with the following teams:  Under 13A, Under 15B and Open 1 winning Premierships and Under 12A, Under 12C and Under 14D making semi finals. One player was nominated for Player of the Year: Bob Meredith – Winner XXXX Player of the Year - Opens

1998

This year our Open 1, Open 2 and Open 4 sides were successful in winning their Premierships. We also had Under 11 JrCS2 and Under 12 JrCS2 win their Premierships.

One player was awarded a 15 Year Service Award: Craig Vogt

1999

Under 11 JrCS1, Under 15 JrA B Final, Under 16 JrC B Final won their Premierships.

2000

Under 11 JrA South

2001

Under 11 JrB, Under 15 JrB, Open 1

Two players were awarded 15 Year Service Awards: Mick Williams & Steven Middleton

One player was awarded a 25 Year Service Award: Chris Jeffrey

During 2002 we had seventeen teams registered.
In 2003 we had fifteen teams take to the field. In June 2003 and Wade Core and Mal Lumsden’s Under 14 side were invited to play the first match at the opening of Suncorp Stadium. Our Premiership sides for the year were: Under 14 JrB South, Under 18 JrB and Open 2.
Our new grandstand was opened in 2004 and named in honour of one of our longest serving volunteers – Norm Moore. We owe thanks to the Carina Leagues Club for their support and financial assistance for the grandstand.
This year also saw the start of our new partnership with the Broncos and we had Paul Green join us as our Football Development Manager.

We had fifteen teams registered and our successful sides winning their premierships were Under 11 and Open 1.  The Under 12B, Under 14B and Open 2 also made semi finals.
Our growth year was 2005 where we jumped up to twenty five registered teams.   This caused a few headaches as we didn’t have enough space for all our teams to train. We approached the Carina State School and formed a partnership with them – we upgraded their field and lights and we had use of the field during the evenings for training. We also applied for a State Government grant and were successful and this meant the addition of our amenities block to our dressing sheds. We had Premiership sides with our Under 11JCS and Open 1 teams.
One player was awarded a 15 Year Service Award: Adam McLeod

During the 2006 season we fielded twenty five teams.  Our successful sides were:  Under 11 Premier South, Under 13 Div 2, Under 14 Div 1 and Open 4.  Two players were awarded 15 Year Service Awards: Graham McCarthy & Lucas Pugh.
One player was awarded a 20 Year Service Award: Steven Middleton

At the end of the season we said goodbye to Paul Green and we welcomed Michael DeVere as our Football Development Manager.  

In 2007 saw the number of teams grow to twenty nine.  Norm Moore received the Volunteer of the Year Award from Greater Brisbane Junior Rugby League. We spent $10,000 on the upgrade of the bottom field during the off season so it would be up to an International Standard. Thanks once again to the Carina Leagues Club for their financial assistance. We introduced sponsorship packages and this was very successful for the Club and the sponsors.
We had two premiership sides:  Under 14 Div 3 and Under 15 Div 1.
And in 2008, our 50th year, we have a record number of teams – thirty.  This year saw us introduce our Disadvantaged Players Fund, to help the kids wanting to play and their parents who may be struggling financially.  It also saw the return of a Masters team to Easts Carina. Norm Moore was presented with the Centenary of Rugby League medal at our 50th Anniversary dinner. He was also indicted into our inaugural hall of fame. We had seven teams make the finals and five were successful, Under 11 Div4, Under 13 Premier, Under 13 Div 4, Under 15 Div3 and Open 1. 
2009 saw our team numbers reach 31 which stretched our facilities to the limit. We had four teams in the Chairman’s trophy comp, U13 Premier & U14 Premier were runners up and U11 Div5 and U14 Div4 were successful. Eight teams made the preliminaries and four won their respective Grand Finals, U11 Div3, U14 Div4, U20 & Open 3.    
FUNDRAISING OVER THE YEARS

The Easts Carina Junior Rugby League Football Club could not exist without the efforts of numerous people who have provided many long and mostly thankless hours of their own time. All these people had a common goal and that was providing more facilities and equipment for the players and for the supporters of this Club.

It would be impossible to single out any one person or group of people who have helped over the fifty years since the Club was formed.  The current Executive Committee and the Club wishes to thank each of them for their time, loyalty and support.

Listed below are some of the methods which were used for fund raising:

· The Grocery Wheel – this was the main source and was held on Saturday mornings at the Belmont Terminus.

· Camp Hill Hotel Raffles – the licensee, Mr Ken McQuay, offered for the Club to conduct raffles on the premises.  These raffles continue at the Camp Hill Hotel until 1992.
· In 1966, Fred Bullion arranged for the collecting of bottles.  Regular bottle drives were conducted around the Carina area by Fred and his band of workers.  Many of the players at the time learnt a lot about driving in the old utility, which was nicknamed “Rusty”.

· In 1972 the Annual Miss Easts Carina Quest commenced which was hosted for a period of twenty three years and was very successful.  In 1996 and 1997 the Club hosted Fund Raising Nights and the 1997 Fund Raising Night was held in the new function room at the Leagues Club.

· Since 1992 the Club has been conducting Friday night raffles at the Carina Leagues Club and during the last few years this has raised approximately $18000 per year.
· A sign of the times is applying for various State Government, Brisbane City Council and other major sponsor’s grants.  The Club has been successful in securing some of these grants.

· In more recent years the Club has held fund raising nights in the form of trivia nights and in 2006 the Club held a very profitable Sportsman’s Auction Dinner which raised over $16000.
